	Mayor Stoddard said they would review the issue and get back to him.

	David Richard (Jordan Avenue) discussed his water/sewer account and a 	problem he encountered where a random person (not authorized) turned his 	valve on in the backyard and water ran all over and formed ice mounds, 	causing the water 	bill to spike to 40,000 gallons (from his normal usage of 	about 9000).
